Public Hearing Proposed Taxation of Goods In Transit
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CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Bates called the Public Hearing to order at 5:02 p.m.
after determining a quorum was present.

PRESENTATION OF THE PROPOSAL TO CONTINUE THE CURRENT
TAXATION OF GOODS IN TRANSIT: Ms. Cindy Gilliam, vice chancellor of
business affairs and chief financial officer, reported that the proposed resolution will
allow the Board to continue taxing of inventory stored in a location not owned by the
owner of the goods. House Bill 621, passed by the 80™ Legislature, allows a property tax
exemption of “goods in transit”. The Act allows governing bodies to adopt a resolution
prior to January 1, 2008 to continue taxing these goods as before.

SPECIAL REPORTS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Chancellor: Chancellor Carpenter reported the System’s IT consultants have visited
all of the campuses and met with the Chancellor in a preliminary meeting. The
consultants anticipate presenting recommendations to the System before Christmas.
The Chancellor reported the Citizens’ Facilities Review Committee held their first
meeting at North Harris College, with approximately 75 people attending,
representing the entire System. The purpose of the meeting was to provide to the
committee an overview of current issues confronting the System in respect to
facilities and to give a charge to the committee to assist the System, from the
community’s perspective, in identifying facilities needs across the System’s service
area. The committee will meet again on December 18 at North Harris College. At
the conclusion of the committee’s work, representatives of the committee will present
their recommendations, as representatives of the community, to the Board. The
Chancellor introduced Dr. Zack Coapland, director of The Leadership Development
Academy. Dr. Coapland reported that the first class of twenty-four (24) Academy
fellows will complete the program in December and the new cohort fellows have had
their first meeting. The program is designed to prepare future instructional and
administrative leaders for the System. Dr. Coapland introduced Ms. Janis Fowler,
director of resource development and grants administration at Kingwood College and
a 2007 Academy fellow, who shared her experience in the program. Ms. Fowler
thanked the System for starting the leadership program and supporting the program.
Ms. Fowler introduced the 2008 fellows: Frances Andrews; Severo Balason; Carol L.
Campbell; Kathryn Cronin; Sarah David; Stephanie R. Doyen; Debbie Esparza;
Sandra B. Evans; Mary L. Fitzgerald; Brian K, Griffin; Lashun R. Griffin; Patricia A.

College Presidents: Dr. Linda Stegall, president of Kingwood College and Dr. Steve
Head, president of North Harris College, presented an overview of the Community
College Survey of Student Engagement (CCSSE). CCSSEE is a nationally normed
survey administered by approximately 525 community ¢olleges to about 310,000
students. The District began administering this survey in 2003 and has administered
the survey every other year since 2003. The presentation is a District aggregate data
report. The results of the 2007 survey show the District scored the national average
in the benchmarks of active & collaborative learning, student effort, student-faculty
interaction, academic challenge, support for learners and above average or average in
engagement in the classroom. In the category of financial need, 64% of the District’s
students worked 21+ hours per week and 46% of the students worked 31+ hours per
week. Fifty-three per cent of the students pay for school from their own income or
savings, 71% do not use grants/scholarships and 86% do not use loans as a source to
pay for school. The survey is one of the instruments used for planning for student
