Topic #1 from Students Responding: Academic Integrity Is Valuable.

Some students mentioned that academic integrity and following the rules is important 

for student success. Unintentional mistakes can occur, though. It is important to have 

a moral compass to know what actions are acceptable. Discussing potential actions 

with a professor is the key to knowing right/wrong. Honesty is still held in high regard .

Topic #2 from Students Responding: More Instruction on Academic Integrity Is Needed.

Å Students expressed a need for additional help on: fair use in college and knowing 

when it is acceptable to work on research projects with another student.

Å A student who attended high school over 10 years ago requested that the college 

success course:

1. Include more details on academic integrity including MLA and APA citation, since 

these issues were not covered in-depth in high school a while ago. 

2. Focus more on the behavior and motivation for plagiarism in an academic 

setting, so students understand the importance of academic integrity and 

writing papers .

Topic #4 from Students Responding: Worry about the Mechanics of Writing and Being 

Accused of Plagiarism Is a Prevalent Concern.

Students identified these academic integrity issues as problematic:

1. Avoiding plagiarism while paraphrasing.

2. Knowing when a citation is needed.

3. Being vulnerable to plagiarism penalties when someone else uses the same sources, 

same quotes, and changes only a few things.

4. Submitting oneõs own paper for two different courses being considered plagiarism 

and how to be able to reuse at least some ideas from a paper you wrote .

5. Writing a research paper without using an excess of in -text quotations.

6. Identifying information as common knowledge.

7. Being penalized for not citing ideas the student believed were their own thoughts.

8. Streamlining citation so it was easier to do.
