Constitution 

Film Club

Lone Star College-North Harris Chapter

Article I-Name

The name of this organization shall be The Film Club.

Article II-Purposes

The purpose of this club is to facilitate the viewing of films for other clubs, classes, or events as well as provide an enriched environment for those interested in the appreciation of the art of film.

Article III-Membership

Section 1.
Regular Membership is open to faculty, staff, and students of Lone Star College-North Harris  (LSC-North Harris). Associate Membership is open to anyone else living in North Harris and Montgomery counties and/or adjacent areas interested in carrying out the purpose of the Club .
Section 2.
 Meetings are open to the general public.

Article IV-Officers and Elections

Section 1.
The officers of The Film Club shall be elected officers and shall be Regular Members.
Section 2.
The elected officers shall be two Presidents, one Vice President, and one Secretary/Treasurer. Additional officers may be appointed to capacities deemed appropriate.

Section 3.
Election of officers shall be held at a meeting to be agreed upon, for a term of one year, by the regular members.  Votes may be cast by those present at said meeting or may be cast by absentee ballot in the Advisor’s office suite where both ballots and the ballot box will be located for a period of one week prior to the election date.  Notice of the election date will be posted in the Advisor’s office suite for a period of two weeks prior to the election.  A simple majority vote constitutes election.  Officers shall assume duties the following year.

Section 4.
Nominations for each elective office shall be made by a nominating committee appointed before or at the time of the meeting preceding the electoral meeting by the President with the approval of the Executive Committee.  Other nominations may be made from the floor with the consent of the nominee.

Section 5.
The Executive Committee shall be made up of the elected officers of the Film Club, with the Presidents as joint-chairpersons.  The committee shall hold meetings as deemed necessary by the presidents.  A majority of the committee shall constitute a quorum.

Article V-Duties of Officers

Section 1.
The Presidents shall preside at all meetings, authorize payment of all bills, and shall be members of the Executive Committee and ex-officio members of all committees.

Section 2.
At all meetings of the Film Club and the Executive Committee meetings, the Presidents, or in their absence, one of the other officers shall preside in this order: attending President, Vice Vresident, Secretary/Treasurer.  

Section 3.
If an office, except the Presidency, becomes vacant during the year, the Presidents shall appoint a person to serve the unexpired term, with the approval of the Executive Committee. If the office of President becomes vacant, one of the other officers shall succeed in the following order:  Vice President, Secretary/Treasurer. The Executive Committee can call an election no less then two weeks in advance and may appoint interim President(s), or the Executive Committee can fulfill the powers of the Presidents with a majority vote from the Executive Committee on all decisions.

Section 4.
The Secretary/Treasurer shall keep a record of the minutes of all meetings of the Film Club and the Executive Committee, handle all correspondence, preserve all documents and records and transmit them to his/her successor, keep a record of the members, receive all monies and provide for their safekeeping, keep a record of all receipts and expenditures, and make a report at each meeting.

Article VI-Meetings

Meetings shall be held at least once per month on the campus of LSC-North Harris. 

More frequent meetings may be held at the discretion of the membership.

Article VII-Dues

Dues for each year may be set by a majority vote of the membership at the electoral meeting and, if enacted, shall be payable at that time.

Article VIII-Quorum

A quorum at all meetings of the Film Club shall consist of the members present at the meeting.

Article IX-Amendments

The constitution may be amended at any regular meeting by a majority vote of the membership, provided that the proposed amendment has been distributed in written form to the membership prior to introduction, consideration, or discussion. Amendments must be presented to the Office of Student Activities for administrative approval.
Article X-Authority

Any elected official, with support of another elected official, shall govern the Alliance on all points not herein provided. 

Article XI-Adoption and Effective Date

This constitution shall be effective immediately upon adoption, and after administrative approval is received by from the Office of Student Activities.
