Constitution
Article I 
NAME

The name of the organization shall be Singers Club.
Article II
PURPOSE

The purpose of the Lone Star College-CyFair Singers is to support educational and social opportunities for students enrolled in any of the vocal courses or programs. 
Article III
MEMBERSHIP

Section 1:
Any registered student (full or part-time) at Lone Star College-CyFair who is in good standing with the College and fulfills the membership requirements of the organization may be a member.

Section 2:
Membership Requirements: Membership is open to all students enrolled in any vocal course or program.
Section 3:
In order to guarantee equal rights for all members of the Lone Star College-CyFair student body, equal opportunities shall be afforded all students without regard to race, color, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression, religion, ethnic or national origin, disability, veteran status, or any other protected status.

Section 4:
Classification:  Active and alumni. Active members are members currently enrolled in at least one vocal course. Alumni members are members who are not currently enrolled in at least one vocal course. 
Section 5:     
Privileges of membership.  Active members may attend meetings, speak at meetings, vote and hold office. Alumni members may attend and speak at meetings but may not vote or hold office. 
Article IV
OFFICERS AND ADVISORS

Section 1:
The officers that will serve the organization include President, Vice President, Secretary and Historian. 
Section 2:
Qualifications for holding office. All officers must be Lone Star College-CyFair students. Officers will be elected by the active members of the club.
Section 3:
Length of Term:  Officers will serve for one academic year (fall through summer).
Section 4:
Duties of Officers:  The duties of the President are to call meetings, preside over meetings, and work with Advisor(s) on club projects. The duties of the Vice President of Internal Affairs are to work with the President and Advisor(s) on campus for events, monitor the club budget, count votes for any election and serve as the substitute if the President is absent. The duties of the Vice President of External Affairs are to work with the President and Advisor(s) on campus and attend meetings, events and/or public engagements that requires club participation. The Secretary will take attendance and meeting minutes. The Historian will photograph club social activities and events that the club participates in on campus.  
Section 5:
Should a vacancy in any office occur, it shall be filled by a special election. 
Section 6:     
Advisor responsibilities: The Advisor(s) shall provide students with information, guidance, and skills that they will need to grow and assist the officers in navigating college processes. 
Article V
ELECTIONS

Section 1:
Time of Elections: An election will be held in May to elect Officers for the coming year. If an election is not held in May, it will be held at the first meeting of the fall semester. 
Section 2:
Election Procedures: 
A) Method of nomination – Both active and alumni members may nominate candidates for all positions. 

B) Method of voting – Paper ballots will be issued to all voting club members. The deadline to submit ballots will be determined by the Advisor(s).
C) Candidates receiving a simple majority will be declared the winner.
D) Special election procedures: If needed, a special election may be called at any time by the Advisor(s). The process will be the same as a regular election, except for the voting deadline. 
Section 3:
Run-off Election Procedures: Should there be an election without a simple majority, the officers shall vote to break the tie. Should there still be a tie, the Advisor(s) shall meet and decide the member to be elected to the position. Any member can abstain from voting any time during the election process. 
Section 4:
Recall: A petition of one-third of the total number of members shall be cause for a recall election. The offense must be in writing and submitted by a member. A recall election shall be held at the next regular business meeting after presentation of the recall position and shall be conducted as a special election. Recall will require a favorable vote of two thirds of the voting membership.

Article VI
MEETINGS

Section 1:
The time, date and place of regular meetings shall be determined by the majority of the membership at the first regular meeting of the term.  

Section 2:
Frequency of meetings: Meetings will be held twice a month.
Section 3:
Special meetings may be called by any officer or Advisor. Members will be notified by email as to the place and time of any special meeting. 
Section 4:
Quorum for regular and special meetings shall be one-third of the total number of members.
Section 5:
Rules of procedure for this organization shall be Roberts Rules of Order.
Article VII
FINANCES

Section 1:
Fiscal Operating year for this organization is September 1-August 31, same as Lone Star College.

Section 2:
Dues: There are no dues for members.
Article VIII
COMMITTEES
Section 1:
Standing Committees: Membership Committee and Finance Committee 
Section 2:
Selection of Standing Committees: Committee membership will be determined by member volunteers. An Advisor will also be a member of each committee. 
Section 3:
Powers and Duties of Standing Committees: The Membership Committee is charged with recruiting members and maintaining accurate records of members. The Finance Committee is charged with handling club financial recommendations regarding disbursement of funds and seeking ways to improve club finances. All non-routine expenditures require the approval of the Advisor(s). 
Article IX
AMENDMENTS

Section 1:
Proposed constitutional amendments or changes shall be presented to the organization in writing. Any proposal to amend the constitution must be tabled for at least one meeting before it may be voted on.
Section 2:
Approval by two-thirds of the voting members present at a regular meeting shall pass a proposed change. The change shall be put into effect after approval from the Advisor(s) and the Director of Student Life.

Section 3: 
A copy of any alteration to this document must be filed in the office of Student Life.

Article X
RATIFICATION AND ENACTMENT

This constitution shall become the official governing document of the organization, upon ratification by a two-thirds majority vote of the membership in attendance, and approval and acceptance by the appropriate recognizing body of Lone Star College-CyFair.
