Classification:  Social
Section 5:
Privileges of membership.  Privilege to vote for Game of the Day Event. Voting privileges will be restricted to Lone Star College-CyFair student membership.

Section 6: 
To use the meeting room an Officer or Advisor must be present. If no one is present, please contact the Secretary, President, VP, or Advisor to get access.

	Article IV
	Officers and Advisors

	
	Section 1:
Officers: Void Overlord, Soul Overlord, Void Commander, Soul Commander, Void Keeper, Void Warden, Soul
Executioner, Soul Harvester, Void Squire, and Soul Scribe.
Section 2:
Qualifications for holding office: Knowledge of at least Pc and Console Gaming. (All officers must be Lone Star College-CyFair students.)
Section 3:
Length of Term: Terms are Semester based. For Fall Term is August 20th- January 9th, Spring term is January 11th-May 14th, and Summer term is May 14th-August 20th (if available).
Section 4:
Duties of Officers: President, Vice President, Secretary, Vice Secretary, Treasurer, Head Disciplinary Officer, Vice Disciplinary Officer, Parliamentarian, Archiver, and Vice Archiver.
Section 5:
If a vacancy in any office should occur, the Trial of Reccar-Cyst (a vote for use of the Substitution System or Lord Substitution Vote Rally) can fill it. This is done for any rank except Void Overlord and Soul Overlord.
Section 6:
Executive President, Vice President, Secretary, Vice Secretary, Treasurer, Head Disciplinary Officer, and Parliamentarian.

	Article V
	Elections

	
	Section 1:
Time of Elections: Elections are held at the beginning of the semester.
Section 2:
Election Procedures: Nominations are made by anyone. Nominees have to have some knowledge of at least Pc and Console Gaming. Candidate receiving The majority of Up Tokens will be declared the winner of that office.
Section 3:
Recall: A petition of one-third of the total number of members shall be cause for a recall election. The offense must be in writing and submitted by a member. A recall election shall be held at the next regular business meeting after presentation of the recall position and shall be conducted as the Coup D’état Revote. Recall will require a favorable vote of two-thirds of the voting membership.

	Article VI
	Meetings

	
	Section 1:
The time, date and place of regular meetings shall be determined by poll the majority of the members at the first meeting of the term perform. 

Section 2:
Frequency of meetings: Bi-Weekly for Social, and Quad-Weekly for Officer meetings. (Social Meetings can still occur on Officer meeting days, but in a diverse room/area.)
Section 3:
Special Meetings: Who can call them, how is notification made to membership, etc.?
Section 4:
Quorum for regular and special meetings shall be at least half the attending members of meeting. (This is ruled out if what is being decide changes major parts of how the gaming club works or meets. If so the Vote of Resonation occurs. Where all Officers and a select few normal members must attend before any voting can occur.)
Section 5:
Rules for the procedures for this organization shall be Instructions of Imperative Indenture.

	Section 1:
Fiscal Operating year (September 1 – August 31; same as college)

Section 2:
There are no membership dues for this organization.

	Article VIII
	Committees

Section 1:
Standing Committees:  Social or Membership
Section 2:
Selection of Standing Committees: Risk of Jewels (this is the main process.), Game of the Day Event Planning, or Mobilization of Restoration.
Section 3:
Powers and Duties of Standing Committees:  Help in planning the Purpose, Date, Place, and People allotted to events.

	Article IX
	Amendments

	
	Section 1:
Proposed constitutional amendments or changes shall be presented to the organization in writing one week before it may be voted on. Unless Unanimously decided upon by all officers, Advisor/s, and at least half non-officer members.
Section 2:
Approval by above one-third of the voting members present at a regular meeting shall pass a proposed change.  The change shall be put into effect immediately unless otherwise stipulated in the amendment.

Section 3:
A copy of any alteration to this document must be filed in the Office of Student Activities and the alteration highlighted.

	Article X
	Ratification and Enactment

	
	Section 1:
This constitution shall become the official governing document of the organization, upon ratification by a two-thirds majority vote of the membership, and approval and acceptance by the appropriate recognizing body of Lone Star College-CyFair.  Amendments and ratification to the constitution should require Vote of Resonation.
