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Article I: Name

The purpose of the Coed Volleyball Club is to provide students with opportunities to participate in recreational and competitive volleyball, to promote teamwork and sportsmanship, to encourage physical fitness and wellness, and to foster a welcoming community for students of all skill levels.

Section 1: Membership shall be open to all currently enrolled Lone Star College-CyFair students, regardless of race, gender, religion, age, national origin, ability, or any other protected status.

Section 2: Members must remain in good academic and disciplinary standing with the college.

Section 3: No dues shall be required, unless approved by a majority vote of active members.

Section 4:  Open to any students that have fulfilled the membership requirements:
· Must have the ability to communicate through the Club’s chosen communication app.
· If a member of the club is disrespectful, rude, or shows any type of toxicity in the club, the officers will address it immediately. Depending on the severity of the situation, the officers will determine if it can be resolved or if it may require removal from the club. Any type of horseplay, destroying equipment, or sabotaging of the club will lead to immediate removal from the club. Members must respect the facilities and equipment used by the club.
· Show up to mandatory meeting and if cannot make it reach out to an officer and let them know.

Section 5: Privileges of membership include:
· Access to vote in elections  	
· Serving as an officer, if elected  	
· Participating in activities and tournaments  	
· Access to the club’s equipment and training

Section 1: The officers of this club shall consist of:
· President
· Vice President
· Secretary
· Event Coordinator 
Section 2: Officers shall be elected by a majority vote of members present at the designated election meeting.

Section 3: Officers shall serve a term of one academic semester and may be re-elected.

Section 4: Officers who fail to fulfill the duties of their position may be asked to resign. If they do not resign, they may face a recall election by club members, with at least 2/3 members voting to remove.

· President: Preside over meetings, represent the club, and ensure the purpose of the organization is carried out.
· Vice President: Assist the President and assume duties in their absence.
· Secretary: Keep records of meetings, maintain membership lists, and handle correspondence.
· Event Coordinator: Organize practices, games, and social events.

· Regular meetings will be held bi-weekly.
· Practices will be held at least four times a month. 
· Tournaments within the club at least once a month. 
· Special meetings may be called by the President or by a majority of officers.
· A quorum shall consist of a majority of active members present.
