The name of this organization is the Billiards Club at Lone Star College-North Harris.
The competitive team within the Billiards Club will be Hurricane Hustlers (HH)

[bookmark: Article_II_PURPOSE]Article II PURPOSE

A. The purpose of the Billiards club will be to provide a space where students can practice billiards
B. Host tournaments against each other or other teams.
C. Provide an area where students can play billiards just to relax and have fun.
[bookmark: Article_III_MEMBERSHIP]Article III MEMBERSHIP

Section 1: Any registered student (full or part-time) at Lone Star College-North Harris is in good standing with the College and fulfills the membership requirements of the organization is eligible for membership.
Section 2: Membership Requirements: Must at least be enrolled in one credit on Lone Star classes and hold a GPA of 2.0 to compete in tournaments. Any member in good standing (active, inactive, or alumni) can participate in practices.
Section 3: In order to guarantee equal rights for all members of the Lone Star College-North Harris student body, equal opportunities shall be afforded all students without regard to race, color, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression, religion, ethnic or national origin, disability, veteran status, or any other protected status.
Section 4: Privileges of membership. Voting privileges will be restricted to Lone Star College-North Harris active student members only.


[bookmark: Article_IV_OFFICERS]Article IV OFFICERS

Section 1: Officers: (i.e. President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary, etc.)
a) The President, who shall oversee all the meetings and activities, and who shall make sure that, at all times, the organization is abiding by the rules and regulations set forth by the Office of Student Engagement. In the case that a representative is needed, the President will represent the organization on its behalf except in the case where another member has been assigned.
b) The Vice-President, who shall assist and support the President in all duties and responsibilities of the organization. Oversee the needs of the organization including supplies and additional resources needed. Assist in budgeting decisions in reference to the organization.

c) The Secretary, who shall work closely with the President and Vice-President to keep abreast of organizational goals, needs, policies, and procedures. Document and communicate meeting dates and minutes. Manage and maintain all Billiards Club documents and files.
d) The Treasurer, who shall keep a comprehensive record of, and balance of Billiards Club finances and expenses. Research and report current financial needs. Maintain a positive working relationship with Student Engagement and Business Office personnel. Consult fellow officers in advising on budget needs and limitations before proceeding with decisions.
e) The Social Media Coordinator takes pictures and videos of the club to post on social media and will promote activities of the club on social media.

Section 2: Qualifications for holding office: all officers must be Lone Star College-North Harris students in good standing with the college. Officers must attend club meetings at least one hour a week.
Section 3: Length of Term: Terms of office begin in the beginning of spring semester and end at the end of fall semester.
Section 4: Should a vacancy in any office occur, it shall be filled by special election.
Section 5: There will be a vote to remove an officer if it is brought to the other officer’s attention. Some examples of how an officer could be removed include:
· Bad standing with members/students.
· Not committing to their position.

Section 1: An advisor can be elected through a vote from the executive members.
Section 2: List advisor's responsibilities. Advisors do not have voting privileges in the organization. Advisors will attend all tournaments and show up to club meetings at least once a month.
Section 3: Process to remove an Advisor would be a majority vote from the officers.
