	Article I
	Name

The name of this organization shall be Radiology Student Association.

	Article II
	Purpose

The purposes of Radiology Student Association are:

A. to gain knowledge in the radiology field by experiencing new practices and modalities of learning at radiologic seminars and trainings sponsored by professional organizations;

B. to expose students to radiologic professional development and future opportunities that will develop their careers in the medical imaging profession;
C. to model professionalism, dedication to the community, and unity of the radiology students by volunteering and support of the CyFair community; and

D. to expand the community’s knowledge pertaining to the medical necessity of ionizing radiation and promote patient care and radiation safety.

	Article III
	Membership

Section 1:
Any registered student (full or part-time) at Lone Star College-CyFair who is in good standing with the College and fulfills the membership requirements of the organization may be a member.

Section 2:
Membership Requirements: The student must be passing all courses currently enrolled in at Lone Star College-CyFair.
Section 3:
In order to guarantee equal rights for all members of the Lone Star College-CyFair student body, equal opportunities shall be afforded all students without regard to race, color, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression, religion, ethnic or national origin, disability, veteran status, or any other protected status.

Section 4:
Classification:  There are two: Active and Non-Active
Section 5:     Privileges of membership.  An active member can attend functions and vote.

	Article IV
	Officers and Advisors

Section 1:
Officers for Radiology Student Association include: President, Vice President, Secretary, Senior Historian, and Junior Historian 

Section 2:
Qualifications for holding office: 

· Must be a Lone Star College-CyFair student 
· Must be an active member

· Must be passing all courses enrolled in during term

Section 3:
Length of Term:  Three semesters: Fall, Spring, Summer
Section 4:
Duties of Officers: 
President: 
1. Leader and face of the organization

2. Networks with other organizations, potential members, and campus personnel

3. Keeps everyone focused

4. Presides over club meetings

5. SGA Representative (Attends SGA meetings every month when on campus)

6. Organizes volunteers to cover all club/program events when on campus
Vice President:

1. Fills in for the President when necessary

2. Supports the President with almost everything

3. Appoints and oversees

4. SGA Representative (Attends SGA meetings every month when on campus)

5. Organizes volunteers to cover all club/program events when on campus

Secretary:

1. Keeps minutes at meetings

2. Keeps track of records of members

3. Keeps record of all events including member participation

Historians

1. Responsible for club publicity on campus (flyers, yard signs, digital signage, etc.)

2. Maintains club e-mail account

3. Corresponds with members regarding club activities

4. Keeps record of events through media such as video & pictures
Section 5:
Should a vacancy in any office occur, it shall be filled by a revote of active members to fill the position

Section 6:
Executive leadership positions include: Club Advisor

	Article V
	Elections 

Section 1:
Officer elections will be held at the beginning of each fall semester.
Section 2:
Election Procedures: Elections will be held during first meeting during fall semester. Candidates receiving a majority vote of active members present at the meeting will be declared the winner.  

Section 3:
Run-off Election Procedures: In the event of a tie, there will be a run-off election held between only those candidates.
Section 4:
Recall: A petition of one half of the total number of members shall be cause for a recall election. The offense must be in writing and submitted by a member. A recall election shall be held at the next regular business meeting after presentation of the recall position and shall be conducted as a special election. Recall will require a favorable vote of two-thirds of the voting membership.

	Article VI
	Meetings 

Section 1:
The time, date, and location of regular meetings shall be determined by the majority of the membership at the first regular meeting of the term. 

Section 2:
Frequency of meetings: When needed, as requested by a member of the club.

Section 3:
Special Meetings: Any active member can call a meeting. Meeting will be scheduled by the historian through email.

Section 4:
Quorum for regular and special meetings shall be two. 

Section 5:
Rules of procedure for this organization shall be Robert’s Rules of Order.

	Article VII
	Finances 

Section 1:
The fiscal operating year is September 1 – August 31 (same as college).

Section 2:
There are no membership dues for this organization.

	Article VIII
	Amendments

Section 1:
Proposed constitutional amendments shall be presented to the organization in writing one meeting before it may be voted on.
Section 2:
Approval by two-thirds of the voting members present at a regular meeting shall pass a proposed change.  The change shall be put into effect immediately after approval from the Advisor and the Director of Student Life.

	Article IX
	Ratification and Enactment

This constitution shall become the official governing document of the organization, upon ratification by a two-thirds majority vote of the membership, and approval and acceptance by the appropriate recognizing body of Lone Star College-CyFair.  Amendments and ratification to the constitution should require the same vote percentage.
