• 	Confirmation of Officers - President Jason Molina informed the General Assembly that his role as the President as well as the role of the Executive Vice President, filled by Destiny Trejo, has been appointed as per the SGA Constitution; however, they are conditional. The General Assembly will hold a vote in New Business to confirm the 2 appointees to their positions.

VI.	New Business
[bookmark: _heading=h.1t3h5sf]• Confirmation of President (Jason Molina) - Jason Molina was appointed to fulfill the vacant SGA Executive Committee position of Presidency for the spring 2023 semester. Therefore, to complete the confirmation process, he yielded the chair position to Executive VP, Destiny Trejo. Trejo invited Mr.Molina to give a one-minute speech on why he is seeking confirmation for the SGA President position and how he believes he is qualified to fill the role. Molina left the room for discussion and voting. ____ moved to confirm the appointment of Jason Molina as SGA President. ______ seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously, and Jason Molina was confirmed as the new SGA President. Destiny Trejo yielded the chair position back to Molina. 
• Confirmation of Executive Vice President (Destiny Trejo) - Destiny Trejo was appointed to fill the vacant SGA Executive Vice President position for the spring 2023 semester. President, Jason Molina, invited Ms.Trejo to give a one-minute speech to the General Assembly on why she is seeking confirmation for the SGA Executive Vice President position and how she believes she is qualified to fill the role. Trejo left the room for discussion and voting. _____ moved to confirm the appointment of Destiny Trejo as SGA Executive Vice President. ______ seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously, and Destiny Trejo was confirmed as the new Executive Vice President.
• Nominations and election of SFAC member (1 position, serving through spring 2023) – President Molina invited Advisor, Dan Mitsven to speak about the SFAC. He shared the following information:
· The SFAC is made up of 5 students and 4 faculty/staff. The faculty/staff positions are appointed by the college president. For the student positions, there are two 1-year positions and three 2-year positions. Per the SGA constitution, the 1-year positions are automatically filled by the SGA President and VP of Records & Finances. Since we don’t have a VP of Records & Finances, that position automatically defaults to the Executive VP. The 2-year terms are nominated and voted on by the General Assembly. The open position we’ll vote on today is for a representative who was selected last October, but who is not registered this spring. 
· The term of the position being filled today will run until the end of the semester of Spring 2023.
· The SFAC reviews a budget proposal put together by Dan Mitsven. The committee discusses the allocations and adjusts the budget and approves it before it’s sent to the college president for review and approval. After her approval, it goes to the LSC Board of Trustees. 
· Questions regarding the Student Fee Advisory Committee position:
· LGBTQ+ Club: 
1. Q: What are the minimum credit hours to qualify for the SFAC position? A: At least 6 credit hours. 
2. Q: Would being an RSO officer exclude you from applying for the SFAC position? A: No.
President Molina opened the floor to accept nominations for the vacant position. Eliza-Azalea Petersen self-nominated. Tabletop Club seconded the nomination. There were no other nominees. Dan Mitsven moved to approve the nomination by acclamation. Robotics Club seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. Eliza-Azalea Petersen will fill the SFAC vacancy.
