VI.	New Business
· Confirmation of VP of Communications
Destiny Nzuva was interviewed and slated by current SGA officers to fill the vacancy. Destiny addressed the General Assembly to discuss her qualifications for and interest in the position. PTK moved to confirm. BSU seconded. Confirmation was approved unanimously. 
· Nominations for Student Fee Advisory Committee
Nominations were taken to fill the remainder of one student 2-year term vacancy on the SFAC, running through 2026. Nominees included:

Nominees were each given up to 1 minute to discuss their interest in and qualifications for the committee position. 
A vote of members elected Mariano Salazar to fill the SFAC vacancy.  
• Special funding Request – CRU - $9,125 for Winter conference
PTK moved to consider special funding for CRU to receive funds to attend a Winter Conference, in the amount of $9,125. The motion was seconded by LGBTQ+. 
Questions & Discussions: 
• FASLI asked if they have been fundraising. CRU stated no.
• BSU representative came out in support of funding.
• Singers club asked where the allocation came from. Responded that it comes out of special funding request budget. SGA advisor speaking on the logistics of special funding request.
• Political Science Club moved to amend motion to $5,926, removing meals and parking from the request. BSU seconded the motion. Motion to amend passed. 
• E&S club asked how much of their own funds (fund 50) would be used. CRU stated they don’t have any definite amount but they are willing to dip into them. 
• Tabletop asked how much of the following would be used for the funds.
• Member at large, Rafael, made suggesting’s to CRU to lower funds.
Student Biology Association moved to vote on the amended motion. BSU seconded. Amended motion to fund the request at $5,926 passed.
