Resolution No. 1, 2025-2026
A RESOLUTION RECOMMENDING GUIDELINES FOR RSOs WITH NON-STUDENT MEMBERS
___________________________________________________________________________________________
WHEREAS,
RSOs are intended to be student-led and student-controlled in order to preserve student governance authority and institutional integrity; and

WHEREAS, some RSOs may seek to include non-student members such as alumni, community members, subject matter experts, and regional/national organizational representatives; and

WHEREAS, clear guidelines are necessary to ensure appropriate governance, financial oversight, and risk management;
___________________________________________________________________________________________
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
1. The Student Government Association recommends that the RSO Handbook be amended to include guidelines governing RSOs that permit non-student members. 
2. The recommended guidelines should include, at minimum:
a. RSO membership by non-students is by invitation of RSO officers and advisors only. Non-students may not unilaterally make the decision to join an RSO. 
b. RSO officers and advisors retain the right to dismiss a non-student member for conduct deemed disruptive, inconsistent with college policy, or contrary to the RSO’s mission. 
c. A requirement that RSOs remain student-led and student-controlled, with voting rights being limited to students at Lone Star College-CyFair.
d. A requirement that all elected/selected officers be currently enrolled LSC-CyFair students.
e. A requirement that at least 85% of RSO members must be current students at LSC-CyFair.
f. Financial controls ensuring that only authorized student officers and designated advisors may access or manage RSO funds. 
g. A requirement that when an RSO hosts a meeting or event that includes individual membership/fee/usage/item expenses greater than $10/person, the expense must be paid by the RSO’s Fund 50 account or out-of-pocket by any non-student members. Examples of this type of expense might include, but are not limited to museum entry fees, t-shirts or other promo items, entries to participate in a race or contest, etc.
3. The Student Government Association recommends that the Office of Student Life consider implementing a procedure requiring that non-student RSO members who regularly attend RSO meetings or events (more than 3 occasions per semester) successfully pass the Criminal Background Check process.
4. The Student Government Association requests that the Office of Student Life present proposed handbook revisions to the Student Government Association officers for review prior to final implementation.
