VI.	New Business
• Confirmation of SGA VP of Records & Finances – Nikolas Casas
PTK moved to confirm Nikolas Casas as VP of Records & Finances. Invest 4 Success seconded. Casas shared his reason for running for the position and how he is qualified, then left the room for discussion. After discussion ceased, motion passed. Nikolas Casas is the new VP of Records & Finances for the remainder of the term.
• Special Funding Request – Robotics Club - $5,500
Fund was requested for Robotics Club to travel to Corpus Christi, TX for a robotics competition in May. Much of the request ($4,000) is for robot parts. ASME moved to approve the request. MASA seconded. Motion passed to approve the full amount of $5,500.
• Nominations for a new SFAC student member (2025-2027 term)
Advisor Dan Mitsven discussed the structure of SFAC, and shared that Nik Casas is automatically a member. The term for the vacant position runs through Fall 2026. There was a call for nominations from the floor. Only one student was nominated, Victoria Veronica Moreno. Political Science Club moved to approve by acclamation. MASA seconded. Victoria Veronica Moreno is the newest member of the SFAC.
• Motion to suspend the Elections portion of the SGA Constitution
The only applicant for any SGA officer position for 2026-2027 was for the Executive Vice President position. Given that the SGA Constitution stipulates that standing officers select students to fill all vacancies, that would mean the sole officer would select the entire SGA officer team for next year. President Kellen Wilson suggested suspending the Elections portion of the SGA Constitution to remove that concern. Wilson suggested that SGA could elect officers during the current meeting, or could extend the deadline to get a pool of people interested. Mitsven suggested that the constitution be amended to accept nominations at today’s meeting and at the April General Assembly Meeting, for the President, VP of Records & Finances, VP of Outreach & Centers, and VP of Communications, with voting on these positions to be conducted at the April 23 General Assembly meeting. MASA seconded the motion. Let’s Relax moved to amend the motion, requiring a 1-2 minute speech from each candidate prior to the election. Political Science Club seconded the amendment. The amendment passed. Fashion Club moved to amend the motion, requesting that we vote today. Political Science Club seconded. In discussion, MASA voted against voting today. The amendment stipulating a vote at today’s meeting failed. 

Ultimately, the motion that passed was to accept nominations today and at the General Assembly meeting on April 23 for the positions of President, Vice President of Records & Finances, Vice President of Outreach & Centers, and Vice President of Communications; with the stipulation that each candidate be required to give a 1-2 minute speech prior to the election, with elections being held during the April 23 meeting.
