Constitution
Article I 
NAME

This student organization at Lone Star College-CyFair shall be called The Bridge.
Article II
PURPOSE

The purpose of The Bridge is to be a people of one hope united as one community with one calling. We seek to be a relevant biblical community that knows Jesus, finds family, and loves well. Our purpose is to bless the students and faculty at Lone Star College-CyFair through bi-monthly bible studies on campus as well as planned outreach events to serve and create a safe place for students. 
Article III
MEMBERSHIP

Section 1:
Any registered student at Lone Star College-CyFair who is in good standing and fulfills the membership requirements of the organization may be a member.

Section 2:
Membership Requirements: Members must be currently enrolled at Lone Star College-CyFair and attend 5 meetings/events/projects. There shall be no dues – membership is free.
Section 3:
In order to guarantee equal rights for all members of the Lone Star College-CyFair student body, equal opportunities shall be afforded all students without regard to race, color, sex, age, sexual orientation, gender identity, gender expression, religion, ethnic or national origin, disability, veteran status, or any other protected status.

Section 4:     
Privileges of membership.  Voting rights as well as opportunities to create, plan, and prepare events, meetings, and projects will only be given to members. Voting privileges will be restricted to Lone Star College-CyFair student members.

Article IV
OFFICERS AND ADVISORS

Section 1:
Officers: Officer positions include President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary, and Events Coordinator.
Section 2:
Qualifications for holding office: Officers must be Lone Star College-CyFair students, uphold our purpose and values, and be present at The Bridge activities.
Section 3:
Length of Term: Each position will be 2 semester terms held from August 15 to the end of the following spring semester.
Section 4:
Duties of Officers:



President – conducts planning meetings, addresses and attends The Bridge events, oversees the duties of the other 4 officers, gives direction and vision to the existence of The Bridge


Vice President – implements and manages the direction and vision of the President



Treasurer – acts as the chief accountant of The Bridge budget as well as all monetary transactions that occur in relationship to the organization



Secretary – records all minutes from meetings, debriefs all meetings, projects, and events, and organizes information to inform and remind all officers


Events Coordinator – coordinates and organizes all The Bridge events

Section 5:
Should a vacancy in any office occur, it shall be filled within the next two meetings of The Bridge. The first meeting will receive nominations, and the next meeting will be to vote and announce the winner. The elected member will assume the role immediately.
Section 6:     
The Advisor of The Bridge shall be our liaison with Lone Star College-CyFair to maintain good standing between the RSO and the college.
Article V
ELECTIONS

Section 1:
Time of Elections: The first election of The Bridge shall be held immediately at the first meeting after RSO approval. Elections following approval will be held every year at the first meeting in April. 
Section 2:
Election Procedures: Elections will be a two-meeting process. The first meeting will be for nominations and the following will be for official vote of entire membership where majority wins. Nomination is allowed for any student that is a current member. The elected nominee will be named immediately after count and will assume the officer position August 15.
Section 3:
Run-off Election Procedures: A tie will be decided first by a run-off vote. If a tie persists, the current officers of The Bridge shall have a vote that decides the winner.
Article VI
MEETINGS

Section 1:
Meeting time/date/location: On-campus meetings, events, and projects will be decided by the officers with input from members on when majority would be able to meet. Meetings will take place on campus so it is easily accessible to all.
Section 2:
Frequency of meetings: The Bridge meetings will take place bi-monthly. Other events will occur at least once a month each semester.
Section 3:
Special Meetings: Members are notified of all meetings by either the President, Vice President, or Secretary.
Section 4:
Quorum for regular and special meetings shall consist of at least 3 officers with at least 6 non-officers. 
Article VII
FINANCES

Section 1:
Fiscal operating year for this organization is September 1-August 31, same as Lone Star College.

Section 2:
Dues: There will be no dues for membership or elected officers.

Article VIII
AMENDMENTS

Section 1:
Proposed constitutional amendments or changes may be presented to a current officer at any time.
Section 2:
Approval by three-fourths of the voting members present at a regular meeting shall pass a proposed change.  The change shall be put into effect after approval from the Advisor and the Director of Student Life.

Article IX
RATIFICATION AND ENACTMENT

This constitution shall become the official governing document of the organization, upon ratification by a three-fourths majority vote of the membership in attendance, and approval and acceptance by the appropriate recognizing body of Lone Star College-CyFair.
