Definition of Occupation:

The growth of the Internet and the expansion of the World Wide Web (the graphical portion of the Internet) have generated a variety of occupations related to the design, development, and maintenance of Web sites and their servers. For example, webmasters are responsible for all technical aspects of a Web site, including performance issues such as speed of access, and for approving the content of the site. Internet developers or Web developers, also called Web designers, are responsible for day-to-day site design and creation. 

Description of typical work activities/transferable skills:

· Has responsibility for the overall structure, functions, security, and performance of an Internet or intranet World Wide Web site. 

· Maintains and updates the pages of a company's Web site. 

· Oversees the technical management of the Web site. 

· Works with graphic designers to develop page layouts and graphics for the Web site. 

· May write HTML code to create Web pages. 

· May create on-line forms using a variety of applications. 

· May write technical user guides and manuals. 

· Must keep up to date on Web technologies. 

· Interacts with staff members within the company and with other companies. 

· May create linkages to associated Web sites. 

· May maintain the basic Web server and file system. 

· May develop multimedia components to include on Web pages. 

· May help market the Web site to Internet-based index and search sites. 

· May provide support to customer service.

Types of Companies that typically hire graduates:

Although they are increasingly employed in every sector of the economy, the greatest concentration of these workers is in the computer systems design and related services industry. Firms in this industry provide services related to the commercial use of computers on a contract basis, including custom computer programming services; computer systems integration design services; computer facilities management services, including computer systems or data-processing facilities support services for clients; and other computer-related services, such as disaster recovery services and software installation. Many computer related workers are employed by Internet service providers, web search portals, and data-processing, hosting, and related services firms. Others work for government, manufacturers of computer and electronic products, insurance companies, financial institutions, and universities. 

A growing number of computer specialists are employed on a temporary or contract basis; many of these individuals are self-employed, working independently as contractors or consultants. This growing practice enables companies to bring in people with the exact skills the firm needs to complete a particular project, rather than having to spend time or money training or retraining existing workers. Often, experienced consultants then train a company’s in-house staff as a project develops.

Workplace Skills:

Web developers and computer scientists must be able to think logically and have good communication skills. Because they often deal with a number of tasks simultaneously, the ability to concentrate and pay close attention to detail is important. Although these computer specialists sometimes work independently, they frequently work in teams on large projects. They must be able to communicate effectively with computer personnel, such as programmers and managers, as well as with users or other staff who may have no technical computer background.

Working Condition Requirements:

Web developers normally work in offices or laboratories in comfortable surroundings. They usually work about 40 hours a week—the same as many other professional or office workers do. However, evening or weekend work may be necessary to meet deadlines or solve specific problems. Given the technology available today, telecommuting is common for computer professionals. As networks expand, more work can be done from remote locations through modems, laptops, electronic mail, and the Internet. 

Like other workers who spend long periods in front of a computer terminal typing on a keyboard, web developers are susceptible to eyestrain, back discomfort, and hand and wrist problems such as carpal tunnel syndrome or cumulative trauma disorder.

The employment change from 2006 to 2016 is estimated to be +28.2%. 
     
This occupation will generate about 324,000 new jobs, over the projections decade, one of the largest employment increases of any occupation. Employment growth will result as businesses and other organizations adopt and integrate new technologies and seek to maximize the efficiency of their computer systems. Competition among businesses will continue to create incentive for sophisticated technological innovations, and organizations will need more computer software engineers to implement these changes. Demand for computer software engineers will also increase as computer networking continues to grow. In addition to jobs created through employment growth, many job openings will result from the need to replace workers who move into managerial positions, transfer to other occupations, or leave the labor force.
